From the Superintendent:

The month of April is shaping up to be an extremely important time for public education in Kansas. We contin
to be in the grip of litigation against the Stegkated to the adequacy of funding. Last spring, the Kansas Supreme
Court issued a decision that the Legislature had passed a law that was equitable to all school districts and
very close to being adequate as well. According to the court, the tegisiaat was passed only lacked a
mechanism to account for inflation over the next four years.

With the decision issued last spring, the court made it pretty clear what the legislature needed to accomp
during this session. Based on calculations bYDKS, the State Board of Educa
additional funding of approximately $90 million
for adequacy.

Going into the first week of April, this has not been accomplishdte Senate did pass a bill based on criteria
identified by the court. However, the House of Representatives essentially killed that bill in committee ar
introduced their own bill which falls far short of the recommendations of mentioned above. |hdddguse

bill removes approximately $300 million from the current law passed last year.

The Legislature now faces some quickly approaching deadlines. First adjournment is scheduled for Friday, A|
5. If the Legislature does not pass a bill by theplates the attorneys for the State in a bad position. The first

briefs are due to the court by April 15. If a new bill does not pass, the state will not have a position to defe
other than current law (which was already found as less than adequate).

It is truly unfortunate; it seems the political climate has evolved to the point that it is more important to make t
other party look bad than it is to find bipartisan solutions to problems. Something to think about: our curre
juniors and seniors are tlanly students that have attended school at a time when funding was considere
constitutional. | believe our children deserve better.
